The Regulations of the Research Bases Overseas
Tokyo University of Foreign Studies (National University Corporation)

(Purpose)

Article 1: This shall be to describe and define the
necessary matters regarding the research bases which
National University Corporation, Tokyo University of
Foreign Studies (hereinafter called TUFS) will establish
overseas (hereinafter called TUFS Research Bases
Overseas).

(Object)

Article 2: TUFS Research Bases Overseas shall promote
TUFS’ educational and research activities overseas and
the international collaborations through such activities.

(De nition)

Article 3: In these Regulations, departments shall mean
Office for International Academic Strategy (OFIAS),
Faculty of Foreign Studies, Graduate School of Areas
and Culture Studies, Research Institute for Languages
and Cultures of Asia and Africa (ILCAA) and Japanese
Language Center for International Students (JLCTUFS).

(Application for Establishment or Abolishment)

Article 4: For the establishment or abolishment of TUFS
Bases Overseas, the heads of the relevant departments
shall submit application plans for approvals to the
President using Application Form No.1 for establishment
and Application Form No.2 for abolishment, both of
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which are attached to these Regulations.

(Decision for Establishment or Abolishment)

Article 5: The President shall make a decision based on
the recommendation of the Board of Directors Meeting
when an application plan described in the Article 4 is
submitted.

2. The decision shall be made known by revising the
Schedule.

(Relevant Departments and Names for Research Bases

Overseas)

Article 6: The details such as relevant departments, the
names and locations for the Research Bases Overseas
are speci ed in the attached Schedule.

(Directors)

Article 7: Each department described in the Schedule,
Article 6 shall appoint a Director of its Research Base
Overseas and determine the term of the Director.

2. The Head of the relevant department shall report the
appointment of a Director to the President.

3. The Director shall be responsible for the management
and operation of the Research Base Overseas.

(Miscellaneous)
Article 8: The necessary matters other than those de ned
in these Regulations shall be de ned separately.

(Supplementary Clause)

1. These Regulations shall become effect on August 20,
2007 and shall be applicable retroactively from April 1,
2007.

2. The Research Base Overseas which have been in
existence before the enforcement of these Regulations
shall be regarded as those established according to
these Regulations.

(Supplementary Clause)
These Regulations shall become effect on March 1, 2008.

(Purpose)

Article 1: This shall be to describe and de ne the necessary
matters regardingd London Of ce, the National University
Corporation, Tokyo University of(] Foreign Studies
(hereinafter called TUFS London Office) in pursuant
to the Article 8 of the Regulations of the Research
Bases Overseas, National University Corporation, Tokyo
University of Foreign Studies (hereinafter called TUFS).

(Object)

Article 2: TUFS London Office shall contribute to the
performance of the international academic strategies
described in the Article 3, Paragraph 1 of the Regulations
of Of ce for International Academic Strategy of TUFS.

(Establishment)

Article 3: TUFS shall have an office located in the City of
London, England.

(Director)

Article 4: TUFS London Of ce shall have a Director.

2. The Director shall manage the of ce.

3. The Director shall be elected and appointed among the
regular staff members described in the Article 4 of the
Regulations of Of ce for International Academic Strategy
by the committee of the Of ce for International Academic
Strategy (hereinafter called OFIAS).

4. In case something prevents the Director from performing
the duties of the Director, a member appointed by the
OFIAS Director among the regular staff members shall
take over the duty of the Director.

5. The Director shall have one year term and may be re-
appointed. However, a director filling the vacancy shall
serve out the remaining term of the predecessor.

(Users)

Article 5: The users of TUFS London Of ce shall be:

(1) TUFS' faculty and staff members

(2) The regular staff members of OFIAS described in the
Article 4 of the Regulations of Office for International
Academic Strategy.

(3) TUFS’ students who serve for performing the duties of
OFIAS

(4) Any others allowed by the Director

(Permission)

Article 6: The users must get permission from the Director
prior to the actual use of TUFS London Of ce

2. Necessary matters pertaining to the permission shall be
stipulated separately.

(Miscellaneous)

Article 7: In addition to the provisions in these Regulations
of London Of ce, necessary matters pertaining to TUFS
London Of ce shall be stipulated separately.

(Supplementary Clause)

This regulation shall become effect on August 20,2007 and

shall be applicable retroactively from April 1, 2007.
